believe that before we can 
forgive someone, they have 
to apologize to us!   But 
what if the person doesn’t 
realize that they have 
sinned against us?  Or, 
actually hasn’t sinned 
against you, (although 
you’re convinced that they 
have)?  Sadly, they’ll never 
apologize, and your 
bitterness will grow while 
you wait for an apology that 
will never come!! 
     How can you tell if you 
have become bitter towards 
someone?  You will know 
by whether you remember 
details about something, 
because bitterness 
remembers details!  Most of 
what you have done, or 
what was done to you, you 
have forgotten a long time 
ago.  Most of us don’t 
remember details of most 
events.  But, when you are 
bitter about something, you 
can remember EVERY 
DETAIL!   Every word that 
was said, the tone of the 
voice used, the time, the 
place, and the circum-
stances of the event, are 
very clear to you.  You know 
exactly what happened! 
     What can we do about 
bitterness?  God’s word 

says to “dig it up”.  
Hebrews 12:15 says “See 
to it that no one misses the 
grace of God and that no 
bitter root grows up to 
cause trouble and defile 
many.”  The Bible describes 
bitterness as a root.  A root 
is underground, it can’t be 
seen.  But, you can see the 
evidence when the root 
cracks a sidewalk.  Just 
because you can’t see the 
root, doesn’t mean it isn’t 
there. Then, roots don’t 
always stay roots. 
Eventually they will come up 
and bear fruit, and that fruit 
is always sour, rotten, and 
grotesque!  It’s never good 
fruit!  So you have to dig up 
the bitter root. How do you 
do that?  1)  Recognize your 
bitterness.  2) Realize that 
it’s your problem, not the 
problem of the person who 
has offended you.  
3) Confess it as sin.   
     Remember, bitterness 
isn’t based upon what 
somebody did to you, it’s 
the result of what you have 
done with the offense!  
Jesus is always listening, 
waiting to hear the sinner 
come to Him in repentance. 
His love, grace, and mercy 
are waiting to heal and 
cleanse. 

     The Elders met on Feb.

     Has someone ever said 
or done something to you, 
for which you found it 
difficult to forgive them? 
Every time their very name 
is brought up, even if it was 
years ago, it still brings 
butterflies to your stomach. 
When you think of them, 
your heart rate increases, 
and you can feel your blood 
pressure rising.  When you 
think of what they said or 
did it’s as though you were 
reliving it again, just thinking 
about it! 
     If you can relate to this, it 
may be that you are right 
now harboring bitterness 
toward someone. The bad 
news is, your bitterness 
doesn’t even touch the 
person you are bitter 
toward, but it sure will harm 
you, make no mistake about 
that!  The other person 
continues their life, and may 
be happy and content, and 
never even think about you, 
but because you hold 
bitterness towards them, 
they continue to control your 
life. 
     When we think someone 
has sinned against us, we 
harbor resentment towards 
that person, which can turn 
to bitterness.  We often

     Needs are much more 
mysterious than our wants.  
Our Heavenly Father knows 
what we need and promises 
to meet them, but He also 
knows we have lots of 
wants, things we desire and 
He wants to meet those too. 
      We tend to get our 
wants ahead of our needs – 
like wanting to be an adult 
while I’m still a youth, or 
wanting to stay irresponsible 
when I really need to take 
some responsibility.  Desires 
of our hearts can come from 
different motivations like the 
apostle Paul in Romans 
10:1, his heart’s desire and 
prayer to God for the 
Israelites is that they might 
be saved.  Proverbs 21:10 

says a wicked man desires 
evil.  God may give you lots 
of your wants but they may 
not meet your real need.  
     As a fellow believer along 
with all other believers, I 
have deep needs, but none 
greater than fellowship.  The 
apostle John said in 1 John 
1:3 that fellowship with God 
the Father and fellow 
believers was so important 
and such a great need that 
he wrote the whole book to 
express it.  To have true 
fellowship with other 
believers is to have 
fellowship with God the 
Father and what a great 
need this is. 
     Christian fellowship is 
reasoning together over the 

word of God, using our 
spiritual gift to build up 
others and praying 
specifically for each other’s 
needs.  Philippians 2:1-4 
asks the question: Is there 
any fellowship with the 
Spirit, or is it all business as 
usual?

¶ Islam is not a religion of 
peace. According to Dr.

Shayesteh, who was a noted 
teacher of Islam and had 
memorized the entire Quran.  
There is not a single word in 
the Quran of peace to non-
Muslims.  Only the opposite.   
A non-Muslim has two 
choices:  convert to Islam or 
die.  The goal is to eliminate 
all other religions.   
¶ The values of Christ are 
what bring freedom. 
Islamic nations, like 
communist nations, have no 
real freedom.  Only in the 
west are mosques and 
churches allowed to be built 
side-by-side.  You will not 
find a single Christian 
Church in Saudi Arabia 
because it is forbidden.  
Why?  Because the freedom 
we enjoy here in this country 
came from Christ – the 

cornerstone this nation was 
founded upon.  Dr. Shayes-
teh urged us not to depend 
on politicians to protect our 
freedom, but as the “salt and 
light” of the earth we must 
preserve freedom by sharing 
the gospel of Christ’s love.  
¶ The philosophy of 
Christ is amazing!  In all 
other world religions God is 
unknowable and unreach-
able.  But in Christianity, the 
Word became flesh! Why? 
Because God wants to 
reveal His glory in a way 
people can understand!  God 
wants us to know Him and to 
be with Him!  In fact, the 
Kingdom of God is in us - 
God is in us – yearning to 
have an ever growing, 
deepening and personal 
relationship with us!  

¶ Christianity in America 
is embarrassing.  We have 
grown up taking for granted 
the grace of God and what it 
really means to be free in 
Christ and to serve a God 
that longs for us to know 
Him.  Ours is a passive faith 
without action.  But we 
cannot afford to remain 
passive.  We must get down 
on our knees in humility and 
love the Lord our God with all 
our heart, strength, mind, 
and soul with such conviction 
that it is lived out in action, 
word, and love!
